Residents to
have say on
County life
At the end of September, the Countyʼs
first ever ʻplace surveyʼ will ask local
people what they think about life in
County Durham.

The results will be used by the
Government to assess how well public
services improve quality of life in the
County.

In the past, each council has undertaken
its own survey of residentsʼ satisfaction
with council services.

But following changes to the way
Government assesses how well public
services are performing, a single ʻplace
surveyʼ is being conducted on behalf of
the eight local authorities and the wider
County Durham Partnership.

Questionnaires will be sent out to 16,000
randomly chosen residents at the end of
this month and people will be asked to
return them by 19 December at the
latest.

In future years, the survey will be be part
of the unitary councilʼs consultation
programme.
